If you’re graduating from high school in 2016, you’ll need to meet the state’s high
school graduation requirements. If you want to be considered for admission at a four-
year public college in Washington, you’ll need to meet the credits required in the
minimum college admission standards. And if you’re interested in college athletics and
athletic scholarships, you’ll need to meet NCAA academic eligibility requirements.
